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Dear Friends,

On Sunday June 28th Archdeacon Clive came to our Morning Service to break the
news that IÕve been asked to move from Stoke Climsland and Linkinhorne to be the
new Priest-in-Charge of Wadebridge.  IÕve agreed to do so, but only after much soul-
searching and with a heavy heart. It had never occurred to me that I might spend
less time in these parishes than the 5 years for which my initial Licence runs, and I
feel that in many ways I have only just Ògot my feet under the tableÓ in these com-
munities. I shall inevitably leave, when I do, with the fondest possible memories but
with a sense of a job half-done.

The Bishop has stressed that it is only in exceptional circumstances that a Priest is
asked to move to a new post before three years have elapsed, but he judges that
this situation falls into that category. The Parish of Wadebridge has had a very torrid
time indeed over the past few years and is in desperate need of a period of stability
and rebuilding. External and internal advertising have failed to produce the right
candidate and the Bishop and the Archdeacon have agreed that IÕm the right person
to deal with the particular challenges of this demanding role and so have asked me
to take it on.  I have met with representatives of the Parish and they have agreed
also. 

I can only say that the last few weeks have been difficult and disturbing ones for me
as IÕve wrestled with my response. Those who know me will be in no doubt as to
how happy I have been in Stoke Climsland and Linkinhorne, and how much I have
felt welcomed, accepted and valued here. I can list many, many reasons why I
should want to stay, and why it is to the benefit of these parishes that I should, but
ultimately and after much prayer I have decided it is right to answer this call and
meet the challenge ahead.

I am helped in this decision by the number and quality of those in both parishes
who exercise such wonderful ministries and take such important roles in the life of
the Church and not least by having in Marilyn such a first-rate Curate, who will, IÕm
sure, blossom even further under increased responsibility.

There is so much more I could (and will) say, but IÕll leave you for now to digest this
much. The final highlight of my time as your
Parish Priest will be October 11th, when at 4pm 
I shall be made a Canon of Truro Cathedral. 
My Licensing to Wadebridge will be on Thursday
22nd October.

12 Human Rights Activists (Iran) arrested 
for visiting detaineesÕ families

I have written several times on the plight of those who stand up to
the Iranian Authorities to fight for what we would consider to be
basic human rights. There are many women, men and teenagers in
prison undergoing ill treatment for such activities and yet once released they are pre-
pared to return time and time again; they will not give up.  

They are peaceful demonstrators, organising
petitions, writing articles and meeting in groups to
share ideas and ways of bringing about change.
ÔCreating uneaseÕ and Ôdisrupting public-orderÕ are
offences under the Iranian Penal Code. School chil-
dren may be picked up from their homes if they
have been meeting to discuss politics and or reli-
gion. They are taken and tortured and in many
cases executed if they will not conform.  

We can take our basic freedoms such as the
right to free speech for granted and forget how
others are suffering in their attempt to gain such
rights for themselves.  The way I see it is given we

have choice in the way we live our lives, (no-one is going to imprison us for wearing the
wrong clothes, not attending church, being seen with someone of the opposite sex with-
out a family member present etc) we can use a little part of our lives to ally ourselves
with our brothers and sisters and do what little we can in order to stand with them.

On 26th March this year 12 human rights activists were arrested in Tehran as they
prepared to visit the families of detained activists, amongst them students and trade
unionists. This was to mark the Iranian New Year. All 12 were eventually released on
bail, but they now face charges that could lead to imprisonment.
The 12 are: Delaram Ali, Leila Nazari, Khadijeh Moghaddam, Farkhondeh Ehtesabian,
Mahboubeh Karami, Baharah Behravan, Ali Abdi, Amir Rashidi and Mohammed Shourab
Ð all members of the Campaign for Equality; Soraya Yousefi and Shabla Forouzanfar are
members of Mothers for Peace.

The Campaign for Equality works to build grassroots support in Iran for an end to legal
discrimination against women. Mothers for Peace, launched in 2007 by a group of
Iranian women, campaigns against possible military intervention in Iran over its nuclear
programme and seeks solutions to regional instability.

Thank you for taking the time to read this article. Please do pray for these people and
those whom they were visiting. If you would like to write a letter to the Iranian
Authorities, please contact me and I would be happy to provide you with the addresses.

Could the Iranian leadership be falling into the same trap that their arch-enemy
the Shah of Iran fell into in the 1970s and be accused of not listening to the 
people?

Back then, after a meeting with Shah Reza Pahlavi, the US ambassador William
Sullivan complained: "The king will not listen." Soon afterwards, the king had to leave
the country, and Ayatollah Khomeini returned from exile in triumph.
Khomeini's successor as Supreme Leader, Ayatollah Ali Khamenei, claimed at Friday
prayers at Tehran university that "foreign agents"were behind efforts to stage a velvet
revolution.

Having spent 10 days in Iran for the 12 June 
election, Hugh Sykes, a reporter for the BBC says
Òthat accusation sounds to me like a classic case of
blaming the messenger.Ó
He adds:ÒThere is a velvet rebellion taking place. It is
not a revolution yet - but it could evolve into one if the
Supreme Leader and his associates do not listen to
the people.Ó
ÒI heard with my own ears dozens of peaceful, young
Iranians saying they wanted change.Ó 

Sixty percent of the population are under 30 years old. They have no memory of the
Islamic revolution in 1979. Many of them use the internet and watch satellite TV.  Their
window on the wider world is irreversibly open.

Hugh went on to say: ÒMany of them simply want peaceful change - and in particular an
end to the strict laws that govern personal behaviour in Iran.Ó
ÒThey want to be able to sing and dance. They wonder why the Iranian leadership con-
tinue to ban such expressions of human joy - a ban very similar to the rules imposed on
Afghanistan during the Taliban regime.Ó

Many women only cover their heads because they would
be arrested if they did not.
Several women I met openly complained about the religious
"guidance" police enforcing the female dress code of the
chador, or the hijab and "manto" coat.
One young student told Hugh: "I like the hijab. My friend
doesn't like it. I should be free to choose to wear it, and she
should be free to choose not to."

Another woman said: "The hijab is not really the problem. The real problem is that
men and women are human beings - they are the same, and they should have equal
freedoms."

The following true story was first told to me by Marilyn Elliott, who used it as an
illustration in a very powerful sermon she gave a few weeks ago.  So struck was I
by the message it contained, I asked if she would kindly pass it on to me so it could
be shared with a wider audience via this magazine.

We were the only family with children in the restaurant. I sat Erik in a high chair and
noticed everyone was quietly sitting and talking. Suddenly, Erik squealed with glee
and said, 'Hi.' He pounded his fat baby hands on the high chair tray. His eyes were
crinkled in laughter and his mouth was bared in a toothless grin, as he wriggled and
giggled with merriment. 

I looked around and saw the source of his merriment. It was a man whose pants
were baggy with a zipper at half-mast and his toes poked out of would-be shoes.
His shirt was dirty and his hair was uncombed and unwashed. His whiskers were
too short to be called a beard and his nose was so varicose it looked like a road
map. 

We were too far from him to smell, but I was
sure he smelled... His hands waved and flapped
on loose wrists. 'Hi there, baby; hi there, big
boy. I see ya, buster,' the man said to Erik. 

My husband and I exchanged looks,   
'What do we do?' 

Erik continued to laugh and answer, 'Hi.' 

Everyone in the restaurant noticed and looked
at us and then at the man. The old geezer was
creating a nuisance with my beautiful baby. Our
meal came and the man began shouting from
across the room,'Do ya patty cake? Do you
know peek-a-boo? Hey, look, he knows peek- a-boo.' 

Nobody thought the old man was cute. He was obviously drunk. 

My husband and I were embarrassed. We ate in silence; all except for Erik, who was
running through his repertoire for the admiring skid-row bum, who in turn, 
reciprocated with his cute comments. 

We finally got through the meal and headed for the door. My husband went to pay
the check and told me to meet him in the parking lot. The old man sat poised
between me and the door. 'Lord, just let me out of here before he speaks to me or
Erik,'I prayed. As I drew closer to the man, I turned my back trying to sidestep him
and avoid any air he might be breathing. As I did, Erik leaned over my arm, reaching

with both arms in a baby's 'pick-me-up' position. Before I could stop him, Erik had
propelled himself from my arms to the man. 
Suddenly a very old smelly man and a very young baby consummated their love and
kinship. Erik in an act of total trust, love, and submission laid his tiny head upon the
man's ragged shoulder. The man's eyes closed, and I saw tears hover beneath his
lashes. His aged hands full of grime, pain, and hard labor, cradled my baby's bottom
and stroked his back. No two beings have ever loved so deeply for so short a time. 

I stood awestruck. The old man rocked and cradled Erik in his arms and his eyes
opened and set squarely on mine. He said in a firm commanding voice,'You take
care of this baby.' 

Somehow I managed, 'I will,' from a throat that contained
a stone. 

He pried Erik from his chest, lovingly and longingly, as
though he were in pain. I received my baby, and the man
said, 'God bless you, ma'am, you've given me my
Christmas gift.' 

I said nothing more than a muttered thanks. With Erik in
my arms, I ran for the car. My husband was wondering
why I was crying and holding Erik so tightly, and why I
was saying,   'My God, my God, forgive me.' 

I had just witnessed Christ's love shown through the 
innocence of a tiny child who saw no sin, who made no
judgment; a child who saw a soul, and a mother who saw a suit of clothes. I was a
Christian who was blind, holding a child who was not. I felt it was God asking,'Are
you willing to share your son for a moment?' when He shared His for all eternity.
How did God feel when he put his baby in our arms 2000 years ago. 

The ragged old man, unwittingly, had reminded me,'To enter the Kingdom of God ,
we must become as little children.' 

Sometimes, it takes a child to remind us of what is
really important. We must always remember who
we are, where we came from and, most importantly,
how we feel about others. The clothes on your back
or the car that you drive or the house that you live
in does not define you at all; it is how you treat your
fellow man that identifies who you are.

Saint for a rainy day!   
St Swithun is apparently the saint you can blame for rainy summers.  It is said that if it
rains on his special day, 15 July, it will then rain for forty days after that.
It all began when he was made Bishop of Winchester in 852 by King Ethelwulf of
Wessex. It was an important posting:  Winchester was the capital of Wessex, and 
during the 10 years Swithun was there, Wessex became the most important kingdom
of England. During his life, instead of washing out peopleÕs summer holidays, and
damping down their spirits, Swithun seems to have done a lot of good.  He was
famous for his charitable gifts and for his energy in getting churches built.  When he
was dying in 862, he asked that he be buried in the cemetery of the Old Minster, just
outside the west door.   If he had been left there in peace, who knows how many
rainy summers the English may have been spared over the last 1000 years.  But, no,
it was decided to move Swithun.  By now,  the 960s, Winchester had become the first
monastic cathedral chapter in England, and the newly installed monks wanted
Swithun in the cathedral with them.  So finally, on 15 July 971, his bones were dug up
and Swithun was translated into the cathedral. That same day many people claimed
to have had miraculous cures.  Certainly everyone got wet, for the heavens opened.
The unusually heavy rain that day, and on the days following, was attributed to the
power of St Swithun.  Swithun was moved again in 1093, into the new Winchester
cathedral.  His shrine was a popular place of pilgrimage throughout the middle ages.
The shrine was destroyed during the Reformation, and restored in 1962.  
There are 58 ancient dedications to Swithun in England.

2009 marks the 30th anniversary of the United NationsÕ
International Year of the Child.  This series of articles has 
highlighted some of the children and young people we meet in
the Bible and concludes by looking at one of PaulÕs most 
trusted helpers.

A child shall lead them

Timothy is one of the most-mentioned young people in the New Testament.   Not
only did Paul write two letters to him (1 and11 Timothy), but he is mentioned  six
times in Acts and also in Romans, 1 and 11 Corinthians, Philippians, Colossians,
Philemon and Hebrews; a total of nineteen references in all. The son of a Greek
father and Eunice, his Jewish mother, he became a Christian when he was young
and soon after joined Paul as a helper and travelling companion.  Paul sent him to
Thessalonica to encourage the new Christians there (1 Thess. 3:2) and he was with
Paul in his missions to Corinth and Ephesus (2 Cor. 1:19; 1 Cor. 4:17).  He was
imprisoned for the sake of the gospel (Heb.13:23) and it was to him that Paul wrote
his very last letter (2 Tim. 4:6-8).

Timothy is a wonderful example of how young people can serve the Lord and his
Church.  He had two spiritual experiences that prepared him for GodÕs work. First he
had the advantage of family faith and religion. Paul reminds Timothy of the faith of
his grandmother Lois and his mother Eunice (2 Tim. 1:5).  Although his father was
not a Christian, clearly his motherÕs influence, and no doubt her prayers, had much
to do with him becoming a Christian. 

Second, he had a personal experience of conversion to Christ as Lord and Saviour.
Although the details are not given, Timothy was probably converted when Paul
preached for the first time in his home town, Lystra (Acts 14: 6-20).  Four times in
his letters to Timothy Paul refers to him as Ôson,Õ meaning a son in the gospel.  ÔTo
Timothy, my true son in the faithÕ (1 Tim. 1:2).   ÔThis charge I give to you, son
TimothyÕ (1 Tim. 1:18).  ÔMy beloved sonÕ (2 Tim. 1:2).  ÔMy sonÕ (2 Tim. 2:1).  Luke
tells us that Timothy was Ôwell spoken ofÕ by the Christians in  Lystra (Acts 16:2).
No wonder Paul regarded him as one of his most trusted helpers (2 Tim. 3:10, 11).

Although TimothyÕs age is not given, the impression is that he was a young man.
Paul counsels him, ÔLet no one despise your youthÕ (1 Tim. 4:12), and warns him
against the temptations that face young people. ÔShun youthful passions and aim at
righteousness, faith, loveÕ (2 Tim. 2:22).  Paul directs the Corinthian Christians to
receive Timothy warmly and not to despise him,
another obvious reference to his youthfulness. 

This young man, who was timid and fearful by
nature (2 Tim. 1:7), who was physically weak
and advised to drink a little wine for his Ôfre-
quent ailmentsÕ (1 Tim. 5:23), was yet a promis-
ing leader in the Church and destined to be
PaulÕs successor. All the Timothys in our
churches need our support, our confidence, our
trust and our prayers.





This month we have a special prayer for Marilyn, as she approaches her ordination:

Holy Spirit, equip Marilyn to be a steward of the mysteries of word and 
sacraments - the signs of your coming Kingdom.
May she be sustained by the heartbeat of praise and Eucharist offered at
this church as she services and leads the Christian community here.  
May she search with others for the holiness of the God who lives in the
ordinary and childlike.

May her ministry be nourished by solitude, silence and simplicity, as well as
by creativity and action.
May she dare to stray to the margins of the life of the church and the world, 
discovering new images and symbols in your wilderness.
May she continue to be enriched by the love, support and understanding
of family and friends as they work out priorities for ministry together.

Come, Holy Spirit, breathe into her the comfort and stability of your pres-
ence; baptize her into the vulnerability of the crucified Christ; and immerse
her into the giving and receiving of love, as she ministers the sacrifices of
the wounded Christ.
