SC 08/10/5 Matters Arising

a) Allotments - the issues surrounding fly-tipping on the allotments was noted - it was agreed that M Cox and P Barriball
would discuss this issue the tenant. A tenant reported that he had paid B Empett the allotment rental. There appears
however, to be some confusion on the part of the tenant. The clerk advised that the last payment received from this tenant

b) 2008/01548 (DFP) & 2008/01549 OOH - Broadgate Engine House, Stoke Climsland - conversion of redundant engine
house to dwelling together with construction of a garage and installation of septic tank - request to defer application to
October meeting - the clerk reported on the advice given by NCDC in relation to this application.

SC 08/10/6 Planning

2008/01880 Duchy College, Stoke Climsland - erection of 2 storey and part single storey building for student residential
accommodation and recreational use with 11 parking spaces, reformed entrance gates and resiting of football pitch proposed
by P Barriball, seconded by B Empett with all councillors in favour of not supporting this application for approval. The
following observations were noted:-

a) Duchy College applications are being manipulated through the planning system to achieve their own agenda

b) the College is in danger of losing its original identity of a land based curriculum and training provider

c) the College is using inappropriate consultation methods with the local community and it was agreed that a public meeting
is required in order to discuss the application. The plans were displayed in the Village Hall for public viewing. A date of 14%
November 2008 at 7.30pm was set for the public meeting. It was agreed that the College would be invited to send
representation to the meeting. 371
